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The Perfect Resume 

While you may not have the “perfect resume,” there are 

definitely some things that will boost your “hire-ability” 

when looking for that “perfect” job. Dr. Keith Springer 

has some wonderful insight into the matter . . . 

 

When you graduate, there is one group of courses your 

prospective employer will ask about.  That group of 

courses is the practicum/internship courses you have 

taken at Indiana Wesleyan University.  (I have taught at 

IWU for a number of years.  Prospective employers 

always ask me how my students performed in their 

practicum/internship courses.  They almost never ask 

me how they performed in any other courses.)  This 

highlights the importance of doing a good job in your 

practical ministry assignments while you are a student 

at our university.  I tell Christian Education and 

Children’s Ministry majors that, in their practicum/

internship courses, they should plan to do a little of all 

the major things they will be doing in a local church 

when they are serving in full-time ministry positions.  (If 

they will be expected to teach large groups, they should 

gain experience teaching large groups.  If they will be 

expected to preach, they should gain some experience 

in preaching.  If they will be expected to make home 

and hospital visits, they should gain some experience in 

these areas.)  Your prospective employers will want to 

know that you have demonstrated the ability to minister 

effectively in a local church (or similar setting).  I also 

encourage my students to lead a significant group (like 

a youth group, children’s church, or Sunday School 

class) for one or two years while they are students at 

IWU.  This experience proves that they can lead  a 

group of people effectively over an extended period of 

time.  Many churches in our area offer excellent 

practicum/internship opportunities.   These 

include:  College Wesleyan, Lakeview Wesleyan, 

Brookhaven Wesleyan, Liberty Baptist, First 

Baptist,  Hanfield United Methodist, First United 

Methodist and Jonesboro Friends.  There are many other 

churches that offer excellent ministry opportunities. 

If  you need help finding a good practicum or internship, 

please let me know or contact one of the other 

professors in the Religion Division.

There will also be some things that 

you hear, see, remember and make sure you 

never repeat in your ministry.
