Philip Jenkins, the Edwin Erle Sparks Professor
of Humanities at The Pennsylvania State
University, works in quite diverse fields in both
History and Religious Studies. His major current
interests include the study of global
Christianity, past and present, of new and
emerging religious movements, and of
twentieth century US history. His most recent
book, The Lost History of Christian{008), is
on the history of African and Asian Christianity.
In this book, Jenkins reveals a vast Christian
world east of the Roman Empire and how the
earliest, most influential churches of the East-
those that had the closest link to Jesus and the
early Church-died. In this paradigm-shifting
book, Jenkins recovers a lost history, showing
how the center of Christianity for centuries

used to be in the Middle East, Africa, and Asia.

My value list reads as follows:

. Transformation: I believe in the
power of a transformed life.

Ministry: I will pursue personal
holiness for the purpose of
building up the Body corporately
and enhancing the spiritual life of
others personally.

. Spiritual Disciplines: I will be a
man of “one book” but constantly
search for truth as revealed
throughout God’s creation and by
His children. I will seek divine
guidance in everything and walk
in the Spirit continually.
Decisions: I will not live a life of
regrets; I will risk a more
comfortable life for the hope of
living a more full life. The easy
road is a poor teacher. I will not
fear failure; I will apply creative
responses to those failures.
Finances: The funds and material
possessions of life are just
“things.” I will not allow their pull
to be a chief decision maker in my
life. Moreover, God is the ultimate
owner, I am merely His caretaker.
