As I sit here this afternoon and look out my window, for which 
I am eternally thankful, it is clear we are enjoying the typical 
Mid-Western beauty of WINTER.  What sense of humor does 
God have to bring us here from Southern California?  Since 

our illustrious division chair is suffering for the Kingdom in the 
warmth of Africa I have been tasked to fill in this week with 
the Monday Memo.  I trust it finds you enjoying life and the 
warm embrace of a loving God and Father. 
 
The focus today is Intercultural Studies, or at least something

students to play with some kids in one of the many 
orphanages.  As I sat on a bench to watch and take it all in, 
little ten-year-old Gina sat down beside me.  Actually she 
looked more like seven.  We didn’t speak much, since we 

didn’t know each other’s language, but it didn’t matter.  She 
just wanted to be near someone.  For the next seven years, 
Gina stood at the gate waiting for us to return, looking for 
someone who cared and would not leave her.  Church had 
never been a part of her experience, but when I was finally 
able to take someone with me who spoke the language, she 
excitedly prayed to receive Jesus. 

 
On the island of Terceira we met Domingos.  When he was in 
his early twenties, his parents had told him to leave their 
home and never return.  He heard we had a group of young 
people meeting in the church, and while he was not a 

believer, he wanted to know if he could share in fellowship 

and maybe find some friends.  He never missed a week.  
Shortly thereafter, due to health issues, I had to pack my 
family up and send them back to the States while I cleaned 
up loose ends.  One of those was Domingos.  I went to visit 
him where he worked and asked if he could get away.  We 
went around the corner, off the busy street, and on the bright 
Azorean afternoon Domingos prayed to accept Christ as his 

savior.  The next day I left for California.  Where is Domingos 
now?  Was there anyone to follow up, mentor, encourage, and 
help him grow?  I don’t know. 
 
What is Intercultural Studies all about: faces, people, hearts 
and lives transformed.  Not because someone was a great 
preacher or evangelist or teacher – but because someone 

cared.  Are you the someone who needs to follow up on 
people like Domingos, or Gina, or Clara, or Dona Maria do 
Carmo?
