Human suffering around the world is mounting as famine, starvation,
HIV/AIDs, and malaria kill thousands each day. One third of the world
population lives in severe poverty (living on two dollars or less per
day), and over one million people dwell in slum conditions in the
urban areas. The quantity, quality and affordability of drinkable water
in many cities in the developing countries fall short of acceptable
standards. Despite the internationally agreed upon Millennium
Development Goals in 2000, 23 million more Latin Americans have
slipped into poverty, and most African countries are poorer today
than they were in the 1970s.
