Christian Ministries

The Christian Ministries major is designed for men and women 

preparing for ministry in the local church or go on to seminary. This 

major and the youth ministry major meet all requirements for 

ordination in The Wesleyan Church.

theology and church history plus practical courses like evangelism, 

preaching, global outreach, Christian education, and worship.  It has 

seven practicums where students work in local churches all semester 

usually doing work related to the course. Many of the practical 

courses are in the 3+1 formatτthree hours of course work plus a 

one-hour related practicum. Two courses with practicums can be 

taken in one semester but not three.   

 

Some students receiving the CM degree go on to seminary and are 

able to skip certain introductory courses since seminary courses are 

similar. Many students receiving the CM degree go directly into local 

church work for a few years before moving on to seminary. (IWU is 

launching the MDiv degree next year though, so more may stay at 

IWU in the future).  Still other students finish the CM degree and 

never go on to seminary at all (though that number is decreasing as 

expectations increase for ministerial preparedness).  However a CM 

degree does not automatically mean all graduates go into the 

ministry. Some enter other work, or move on in other fields for

Friends, 
 
This is the first time I have been able to get online since  
we arrived in Africa. We have been on the ground in South  
Africa and Swaziland for the last three weeks. In the last  
20 days I have taught or preached 23 times. Today  
(Saturday morning), I am spiritually tired for the first time. I only have a few minutes, 
so let me try to bring you up to date on our ministry opportunities.  
 
We arrived on Sunday afternoon January 24th with almost no delays. Upon arrival we 
were met at the airport by Rev. Doctor Galela; the regional superintendent of the 
National church in South Africa, Swaziland, and Zimbabwe ς a huge land area with 
several hundred churches. He took us to the Wesleyan Evangelical Seminary at 
Brakpan, South Africa where we stayed for the next week. There were comfortable 
surroundings and accommodations. Beginning Tuesday; I began speaking to the 
District Superintendents twice a day; morning and evening. It was a great time of 
fellowship and worship together. I pray that my words from Luke and Acts 
encouraged their hearts and tired souls.  
 
From there Rev. Galela took us to the Kingdom of Swaziland; small country in the 
North eastern corner of South Africa; to Evangelical Wesleyan Bible College (Manzini, 
Swaziland). We stayed with Ed and Wilma Wisbroeker; career missionaries to 
Zambia; who were the most delightful hosts we ever could have had. I spoke 
morning and evenings for the Fall Summit (this is the start of their school year). We 
had wonderful meetings and the students were hungry for every word. The next 
week I taught morning and evenings on the book of Mark.  
 
As I close, please pray for the work in both South Africa and Swaziland. The churches
